ASA bans ads for
‘high-risk’ butt lifts
from six cosmetic
treatment providers

The Advertising Standards Authority
(ASA) has reprimanded six cosmetic
treatment providers for pressuring
customers, exploiting insecurities or
trivialising medical risks following an
investigation into adverts for liquid
Brazilian butt lifts (BBLs).

The cosmetic procedure, which
involvesinjectinga filler into the but-
tocks, is unregulated in the UK and
carries significant health risks, not
least from potentially life-threaten-
ing infections.

andisknown tobe highrisk,” an ASA
spokesperson said.

Theadvertsrisked pressuring con-
sumers into booking procedures, the
ASA found, by referring to time-lim-
ited deals. Some created unrealistic
expectations or exploited women’s
insecurities, with phrases such as
“get that perfect peachylook!” Others
trivialised therisks of the procedure,
the ASA ruled.

Hundreds of women have con-
tracted infections after paying for
liquid BBLs in the UK, with many
requiring hospital treatment for sep-
sis or corrective surgery.

The ASA took action against the
companies after its monitoring sys-
tem flagged numerous Facebook and
Instagram adverts forliquid BBLs and
similar procedures.

Adverts from Beautyjenics, Bomb
Doll Aesthetics, CCSkinLondon-
Dubai, EME Aesthetics & Beauty
Academy, Rejuvenate Academy, trad-
ing as Rejuvenate Clinics, and NKD
Medical Ltd, trading as Dr Ducu,
were found to have breached the
code, with the firms being told the
ads must not appear again.

“Choosing to undergo a cosmetic
procedureisaserious decision, soads
that trivialise this or pressure con-
sumers can cause real harm. We’re
particularly concerned about these
types of ads for liquid BBLs, given the
procedure is currently unregulated

Only three companies responded
to the ASA’s investigation. EME
Aesthetics disagreed that their ad
pressured customers or trivialised
therisks of liquid BBLs. NKD Medical
Ltd said they aimed to communicate
thebenefits of their treatments with-
out trivialising the risks. Rejuvenate
Academy removed all references to
time-limited offers and said its ads
would make clear the procedures
were performed by a medical pro-
fessional to minimise the risks.

NKD Medical told the Guardian its
clinic was registered with the Care
Quality Commission and that all its
procedures were carried out by quali-
fied doctors. It said its DBL procedure,
standing for “Doctor-based lift” was
“fundamentally different from a
traditional liquid BBL” and “devel-
oped with patient safety and medical
integrity at its core”. The company’s
website describesthe DBL asa “dou-
ble butt lift” that involves injecting
fillers into the buttocks.

Since 2023, Save Face,a UKregister
ofaccredited cosmetic practitioners,
has campaigned to get liquid BBLs
banned from the high street amid
fears that alack of action would lead
to fatalities. In September 2024,
Alice Webb, a 33-year-old mother
of five, died after having a liquid
BBL performed by an unqualified
practitioner.

The Joint Council for Cosmetic
Practitioners welcomed the ASA’s
ruling. “We urge anyone considering
any cosmetic procedure to exercise
caution when responding to social
media advertising, particularly when
the procedure being promoted is a
high-risk surgical one such as the
BBL,” said Andrew Rankin, a trustee
of the JCCP.
